Maureen Conroy, Ph.D.

Dr. Maureen Conroy is a professor in the Department of Special Education and Disability Policy in the School of Educ
at Virginia Commonwealth University. Dr. Conroy has extensive experience in conducting research with and providing
services to individuals with autism. Most recently, she received funding from the National Institute of Health (NIH) to
examine the function of prosocial behaviors in young children with autism. Her research interests and expertise incluc

past 25 years, she has been a classroom teacher of young children with autism and emotional/behavioral disorders,
administrator of early intervention programs, consultant, and a faculty member conducting research and teacher train
activities.
